 Mr. Cowan said the district has made tremendous strides in energy efficiency and 

resource conservation, thanks in large measure to Mr. Anderson’s efforts. The 

district follows Washington Sustainable Schools Protocol for all new 

construction. This has many positive outcomes; for example, Happy Valley 

Elementary School is the most energy efficient school in the district. Additionally, 

our district, along with other community partners, helped the City of Bellingham  

finish third in the nation in the Georgetown University Energy Prize. 

 Ms. Diaz Hackler suggested families and community members be informed of 

this work and related cost savings, perhaps through an article on the district 

website.
